
Pastor and church planting consultant Jeff Vandersteldt says, “Like Jesus, we are called to ‘move into the  
neighborhood’ (John 1:14). We can take the normal rhythms of life and do them in such a way that the world takes 
notice of our generosity, love, and care.” He suggests 3 ways that to prayerfully be that kind of differencemaker:

1. Pay Attention – Ask the Holy Spirit to open your eyes and ears to the real needs around you.

2. Stay Dependent – Ask the Holy Spirit to help you listen, care, and serve those around you.

3. Open Doors – Ask the Holy Spirit for open doors for new relationships and gospel conversations.
