In his new book, Unstoppable Gospel: Living Out the World-Changing Vision of Jesus’s First Followers, Pastor Gregg 
emphasizes the importance of prayer when it comes to being a genuine differencemaker in your neighborhood:

Pray for the people who live in the houses in your neighborhood. Pray for their spiritual, emotional, and  
financial needs—and pray especially for their salvation. Ask God to do His work in their lives, and ask Him to  
use you as His chosen instrument in your neighborhood…See yourself as the pastor of your block. God put you  
there deliberately. Pick out three or four [neighbors] and get ready for open doors of ministry.”  (pp. 74–75)
